
QALALI 

A village on the north-east coast of Muharraq Island in  Bahrain. I t  

consists of about 450 mud and reed huts with two good masonry houses. of 
which the one nearest to the sea resembles a square tower and is a good mark 
for 111al-iners. On the ground near the square house lie three old iron guns. 
relics of former times but of uncertain origin. The inhabitants of Qalili are all 
Sunnis, chiefly of the Maniina'ah tribe (100 houses), engaged i n  
pearl-dealing, pearl-diving and sea-fishing. About 60 sailing vessels belong to 

55 Shii'ais and Sambuks and 4 Mashuwahs and jollyboats; rhe villilge, viz., 

out of these 21 aie used for pearling. There are no dates or cultivation: 
livestock are 12 donkeys and 2 cattle. The islet and springs of Jurdi lie off 
Qaliili.
